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erosion of munition shells due to increased water movements caused by more frequent storms, are 
also being investigated. In addition, there are links to the other collaborative projects within the DAM 
mission, such as CoastalFutures regarding prognostic modelling of the distribution of explosive 
compounds under changing climate conditions, and CREATE regarding various ecosystem and 
multi-stressor studies. In general, CONMAR will be very involved in the joint stakeholder dialogue of 
the DAM mission. 
 
The DAM mission “Protection and Sustainable Use of the Ocean”: 
The research mission “Protection and Sustainable Use of the Ocean” of the German Marine 
Research Alliance (Deutsche Allianz Meeresforschung, DAM), investigates both impacts of the use 
and effects of protection concepts for the sea and the coast. Two pilot projects and five collaborative 
projects investigate the ecological, economic and social impacts of pressures on the North Sea and 
the Baltic Sea in a broad transdisciplinary research approach. The aim is to create a scientifically 
sound basis for decision-making for politics, authorities and the economy.
